Terms of the Competition  

 The Tournament will be played under the Rules of Golf (R&A USGA) Effective January 2019  

 Eligibility:  Maximum Course Handicap – Men 28, Women 36 This does not preclude a player 
entering on a higher handicap but they must play off the Maximum set.  

 Entry:  Entry fee including two’s - $60 First 120 paid up entries Closing date of entry – 31 May 2021  

Format:  Individual Stroke Play – played over 2 days Gross, Net & Stableford over 36 holes (18 holes 
each day) Overall Best Net for both Men & Women  

 Times of Starting:  Shotgun Starts both days – 10:30am – Sunday’s Draw will be seeded  

Ties:  Any Ties for the Overall Gross Winners (both Men & Women) will be decided by a Sudden 
Death hole-by-hole play-off on holes 10, 8 & 9 in that order.  Play over these holes will continue until 
there is an outright winner. All other ties are decided by countback.   Practice:  A player must not 
practise on the course before a round, except a player may practise putting or chipping on or near 
his or her first teeing area and practise on any practice area. Rule 5.2b  

 Motorised Golf Carts: Motorised Carts are only allowed with a copy of a current Medical 
Certificate and must be provided on entry. Please book with the Golf Shop for carts as numbers are 
limited  

 Pace of Play:  Your place in the field is behind the four in front, not in front of the four behind  

 Disputes:  A disputes Committee will be available. Please check with a Rules Official before you sign 
your card within 15 minutes from the conclusion of play.  A player who is uncertain about the right 
procedure while playing a hole may complete the hole with two balls without penalty. Please consult 
and proceed under Rule 20.1c (3)    

 The committee reserves the right to amend the tournament conditions and the decision 
of the Committee will, in all matters be final.
